       Now that Christmas is over and the New Year has been rung in, it’s time to focus on the things we want 
to accomplish.  In looking over the past few year’s statistics, I noticed we ended the 2005 averaging 178 in 
our Morning Celebration Service attendance.  When we closed out 2006, our average was 216.  That means 
last year we saw an increase of 38 people on average attending the Morning Celebration Services at Beulah 
Church.  If we could accomplish that again in 2007 that would be amazing! 
     With that said, I want you to hear a quote I heard Chuck Swindoll used to challenge his church with.  He 
said, “Resting on your past accomplishments is a synonym for flirting with disaster.”  Basically, what you 
have done in the past is great, but if that’s all you are, then you really aren’t achieving the greatness God has 
planned for you.  In Hebrews 12:1 we have these words of encouragement written to us, “…let us throw off 
everything that hinders…and let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us.” (NIV)  To run the 
race that is ahead of us, we must “throw off” those things that might hinder us from completing the course 
ahead.  (Just a side note… The Expositor’s Commentary does say this in the commentary notes,” Sometimes 
this word for weight in Hebrews 12 is used for the superflous bodily weight that the athlete sheds during 
training.”   So for those of you looking for that encouragement to shed few pounds here it is!).  He is not 
referring to sin, for that follows in the next clause (…and the sin that so easily entangles us…) He is saying 
to us that some things are not wrong in themselves but they hinder us in putting forward our best effort.  So 
the writer tells us to get rid of them.  He challenges us to travel light.  We are not to allow things into our 
lives that would hold us back or hinder us in any way from completing the race that has been marked out for 
us. 
      God has a path marked out for our church to follow.  He has divinely placed us in this community, with a 
vision of touching people’s lives with a Gospel message that will make an eternal difference.  God has 
blessed us with a group of talented people who are using their abilities in ministry for the Kingdom work.  
God has provided us with the finances to expand our ministries to this community.  We can’t look back and 
say, “Wow didn’t we do something for God!”  We must look forward and see that there is still much to do in 
the Kingdom work God has planned for us.  We must look in and see if there are things that might be 
hindering us or holding us back from accomplishing God’s plan.  And we must look up and see that Jesus 
did so much for us to know the peace of God that comes through a personal relationship with Him, the least 
that we can do is our little part in His Big Plan. 
     Over the next several weeks I will be introducing the Beulah Family to a little acronym called G-R-O-W.  
I will share more about it later.  For now, let me share this one little part with you… “It’s all about God and

In many situations, you can compare God’s sacrifice of Jesus with our personal experiences.  In 
my case, I was given the chance to live a better life.  Many people don’t know this, but I am adopted.  
My mom, Sally, is actually my sister.  My real parents live in the Philippines.  People’s births aren’t 
usually planned and neither was mine. 

The Philippines is not a place for a luxurious vacation.  There are mosquitoes and cockroaches 
everywhere, and the weather is generally very hot.  Natural disasters, such as typhoons, visit often.  
My real parents home is smaller than a home in the ghetto.  At the time I was born, there were about 
six or seven people living in the house.  When people visit, they had to sleep on the floors.  I can also 
recall a huge rat scurrying along the floors.  The toilet was filled with cockroaches, flies and 
mosquitoes.   

The reason I am describing how my real parents live is to show where I would have been if it 
weren’t for my real parents giving me to my sister.  They gave me up to live my life how they wished 
for me to live. They gave me up so that I may live a better life.  They gave me up so I would become 
someone great.  This compares to God giving up His son, Jesus Christ.  He gave Jesus up so we may 
live a better life.   

I am not only grateful for my biological parents, but I am also grateful for my sister, who I call 
mom, and my dad, Byron, the only dad I’ve really known.  Without them, I’d still be in the 
Philippines.  I am thankful, of course, for God’s sacrifice for us.  This brings us to that famous bible 
verse:  John 3:16 - “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever 
believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.”
