These last few weeks have been liberating for me.  I have really enjoyed my time of sermon 

preparation and being able to share with you God’s Word in the Celebration Services.  I trust you are gaining 
new insights and discovering timeless principles that help you in your walk with the Lord.  It is my desire in 
each sermon that I have the privilege of sharing with you that you get something that causes you to grow in 
your relationship with Jesus.
